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4.2.2 - REMOVAL OF THE ROLLER TUBE WITH PROJECTION CLOTH
FROM THE HOUSING

It is possible to remove the roller tube with the projection cloth from the housing, in
case the following events occur:

- Dusty construction sites
- Installation tests, before the definitive installation
- Repairings

In these situations, it is mandatory, penalty the voiding of the warranty, to ask the
manufacturer’s authorization.
Moreover, this operation must be carried out by two or more qualified people.

In order to remove the tube with the cloth, lay down the housing with the door facing
upwards.

Slowly rotate the housing in a position that allows to lean it on the frame and make
sure the position of the motor cable is upwards.

Open the door manually, simply by pulling it (it is held by magnets fixed to brackets
inside the housing).

Dowel baris secured to the sides with foamed plastic pieces inside the housing and
with plastic straps to protect it during the transportation.

Cut the plastic straps CAREFULLY WITHOUT DAMAGING THE PROJECTION
CLOTH to release the dowel bar. It is advised not to remove the foamed plastic
pieces.

On the side where the motor is located, loose the hexagonal-head screws M8, in
order to let the motor bracket be cleared from them. Pay attention not to unscrew
them completely, avoiding to make the roller tube fall on the housing.

We advise that one person looses the screw, the other one supports the roller tube.
DO NOT DISASSEMBLE THE SIDE.

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Take out the roller tube taking care not to damage the cloth. Lay the roller tube with
cloth on a smooth and clean surface.

After laying the tube, disconnect the power connector from the motor.

- Disconnect it from the mains;

- Put the lift in the original box;

- Put on the box the following note:

6.1 WASTE

Before starting wasting the screen, please check that it is disconnected from the
mains.

In case the screen is still connected, disconnect it from the mains.

When wasting it, it is necessary to divide the plastic parts from the electrical
components in order to waste them properly following the recycling norms.

As regards the mechanic parts of the screen, itis suggested to divide steel parts
from other metals or alloys parts so that they can be sent for a proper recycling
process.

MOTORIZED SCREEN GIOTTO

In order to guarantee a safer transport, the screen is
packed so that the trap door will not incur in damages.
This appendix will guide the installar about the
procedure to follow in order to fix correctly the internal
brackets and close the screen’s trap door.

OPENING THE TRAP DOOR

Open carefully the trap door, pulling it downwards manually from the sides . DO NOT
try to open the trap door from the centre, as it will get severe damages.
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
